Activities of the Special Envoy

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28. Noting the concern from Member States in United Nations resolution 72/271 that the 
Sustainable Development Goal target 3.6 to halve the number of road deaths by 2020 will 
not be achieved, and recognizing the significant contribution of the Special Envoy for Road 
Safety in effectively mobilizing sustained high-level commitment to road safety by 
advocating adherence to and raising awareness of the United Nations legal instruments on 
road safety, sharing good practices, including through participation in global and regional 
conferences, and advocating for increased funds for road safety: (a) invites Member States 
to consider requesting from the United Nations Secretary-General, to maintain the 
institution of Special Envoy for Road Safety through to 2030 to ensure continued attention 
on road safety, and (b) invites Member States to express and strengthen their support, as 
appropriate, for the activities of the Secretary-General’s Special Envoy for Road Safety.
