Introductory note and AGENDA

Constant need for development of transport infrastructure, impact of climate change
and 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development emphasized the need to create more
sustainable, safe and resilient transport system.

The Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) are a universal call to action to end poverty,
protect the planet and ensure that all people enjoy peace and prosperity. They are a
universal set of goals, targets and indicators that UN member States will be expected to
use to frame their agendas and policies until 2030. The 17 Global Goals with 169 targets
are contained in United Nations Resolution: Transforming our world: the 2030 Agenda
for Sustainable Development (A/RES/70/1) of 25 September 2015.

One of the main UNECE goals is to assist member States in implementing the
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) by translating global goals into legal
instruments, norms, standards, and recommendations. The EUSDR Priority Area 1b: “To
improve mobility and multimodality - road, rail and air links” addresses the challenges of
sustainable transport, which is essential for development of business and leisure
activities. In this workshop UNECE and the EUSDR Priority Area 1b joined forces to
strengthen the knowledge on transport-related SDG, in particular SDG 9 - building
resilient infrastructure.

The aim of the Workshop is to increase awareness on and to strengthen the knowledge
on SDGs, and in particular to get insight how to better plan, build and maintain resilient
infrastructure. The workshop will allow attendees to connect SDG 9 with national
transport policies and its implementation. As such, the workshop will help participants
understand how the SDGs affect their day-to-day business and how they can benefit
from the activities related to the SDGs. A key aspect of the workshop will be the
exchange of information and experiences of the participants in relation to building the
resilient road and rail infrastructure in the Danube region. Furthermore,
representatives of International Financial Institutions are invited to give an insight on
SDGs achievement.
