PROCEDURES FOR THE TESTI NG AND APPROVAL OF MJLTI - COMPARTVENT MULTI - TEMPERATURE

48. The representative of the United Kingdomintroduced a docunent prepared

in consultation with other experts, on test procedures for multi-conpart ment
mul ti-tenperature vehicles.
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49, The representative of Transfrigoroute International said that the
docunment did not reflect the official position of his organization which
preferred that the safety coefficient should be kept at 2.5.

50. The representative of France said that technical fact sheet CCT No. 12

51. The representative of Germany hoped that nore tine would be available to
verify certain technical aspects.

52. The Working Party provisionally adopted the text as annexed to the
report (see annex 4) and would cone back to it at the next session on the
basis of the conments it received.

53. The representative of the Russian Federation introduced his country’s
proposal contained in document TRANS/ WpP.

54. He inforned the Working Party of the results of the experinenta
transport of fresh fruit and vegetables in a nodified atnosphere.

55. The representative of Spain hoped that provisions on the carriage of
fresh fruit and vegetabl es could be included in ATP.

56. Sone del egations were of the opinion that the carriage of fresh fruit
and vegetables did not give rise to any public health problens and coul d be
regul ated by the laws of the market.

57. The representative of Transfrigoroute International said that sone
nmenbers of his organization were interested in drawing up rules for this type
of transport, such as the use of FNA equi prent adapted for fresh fruit and
veget abl es. He added that no concl usive positions had been adopted in this
regard.

58. The representative of France considered that while the scope of ATP did
i nclude fresh fruit and vegetabl es which were perishable foodstuffs, he shared
the feeling of other delegations regarding the difficulty of including
tenperature requirenents for those products.

59. He maintai ned that ATP was not exclusively a public health text.
60. He proposed that recourse could be had to the bilateral or nultilatera

agreenments referred to in article 7 of ATP, and that ATP coul d subsequently be
anended if the experience was concl usive.
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61. The representative of the Russian Federation stressed the fact that in
order to resolve the problens of the quality and undamaged conditi on of
products during international transport operations it was indispensable to
have provisions in ATP to regulate the transport of fresh fruit and
veget abl es.

62. The Chairman proposed that the representative of the Russian Federation
shoul d prepare a draft on the transport of fresh fruit and vegetables for the
next session of the Wrking Party.

71. The Working Party recalled that at its |last session it had considered
replies to the 1997 pil ot questionnaire on transport equi pment for perishable
foodstuffs (TRANS/ WP. 6/ 1997/ 20), and had asked the secretariat to recircul ate
it in 1998, after making certain nodifications. Specifically, the Wrking
Party had recommended that one col um shoul d be added on page 6 of the
guestionnaire (trailers) between the columms “up to 1,499 kg” and

“5,000 to 14,999 kg,” and that it should be clarified that data requested in
the questionnaire applied only to ATP-approved vehicles “in service”
(TRANS/ WP. 11/ 196, paras. 98-100).

72. The Working Party was inforned that, the Wirking Party on Transport
Statistics (WP.6) at its forty-ninth session, had considered the results of
the pilot questionnaire, to which six countries had replied (France, Cernmany,
Norway, Portugal, Spain and Sweden) (TRANS/ Wp.6/1998/3). As WP.6 had felt
that the nunber of countries able to provide the requested data had been
insufficient it had asked the secretariat not to recirculate the pil ot
guestionnaire in 1999, and had decided instead to await further indications
fromWp. 11, and possible input fromthe Intersecretariat Wrking G oup on
Transport Statistics (IW5 (TRANS/ Wp. 6/135, paras. 12-13).

73. The Working Party reiterated the i nportance of obtaining reliable
statistics in this area and recommended that the existing questionnaire should
not be changed. Delegations who were able to fill out the 1998 pil ot
guestionnaire, but had not yet done so, were requested to transmt their
information to the secretariat as soon as possible. The Wrking Party deci ded
to keep this itemon its agenda and reconsider the issue at its next session
taking into consideration, the opinion, if any, of the IW5 Intersecretariat
Wor ki ng G oups.

PROCESSES OF | NTEGRATI ON | N EUROPE AND THEI R POSSI BLE EFFECT ON THE
APPLI CATI ON OF ATP AMONG PARTI ES TO THE AGREEMENT

74. The representative of France announced that his CGovernnent woul d submit
an application for a directive on perishable foodstuffs to the European
Conmi ssi on, based on the technical provisions of the ATP Agreenent.

75. Several del egations supported this step and hoped that a single act by
the Conmunity would be a focal point for all issues relating to ATP.

76. The Working Party kept this itemon its agenda
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OTHER BUSI NESS
Revi sion of the annexes to ATP
77. Several participants stresed the need to revise the annexes to ATP which
dat ed back 30 years.
78. The representative of the Russian Federati on hoped that a chapter

devoted to definitions of the ternms used in ATP could be included in the
agr eenent .

79. The Working Party decided to include this itemon the agenda of its next
session and invited del egations to begin by considering howto revise the
texts without affecting the substance.

New regul ati ons concerning inports of eggs to the United States

80. The representative of the United States of America informed the Wrking
Party that as from 27 August 1999 shell eggs and egg products inported into
the United States nust carry certification that shell eggs packed in
containers intended for the final consuner had at all tinmes after packing been
stored at an abient tenperature of not nore than 7.2° C.

81. He recall ed that labelling requirenents al so existed and nust be
conplied with.

Thanks expressed to IR and its Sub-Conm ssion D2/ D3

82. For many years the International Institute of Refrigeration had been of
great help to the Wrking Party on the Transport of Perishable Foodstuffs and
not only in the formof contributions to its neetings, in fact, all proposals
and anmendnents dealing with technical natters subnmitted were based on
prelinmnary work done by IR s Sub-Conmm ssi on D2/ D3.

83. The Chairnman of WP. 11 wi shed on behal f of the Working Party to express
its appreciation to Il R and hoped that the Institute would continue to
provide its support in the future.

PROGRAMMVE OF WORK 1999- 2003

84. The Working Party adopted its programme of work for 1999-2003, taking
into account the guidelines on the presentation of the activities of the
programe of work as defined by the Econom ¢ Conmi ssion for Europe and the
Inland Transport Conmittee at its sixtieth session (see annex 5).

First proposal

AVENDMVENTS TO ARTI CLE 18 OF ATP
Article 18

1. Any Contracting Party nmay propose one or nore anendnments to this
Agreenent. The text of any proposed anmendnent shall be conmunicated to the
Secretary-General of the United Nations, who shall comunicate it to al
Contracting Parties and bring it to the notice of all the other States
referred to in article 9, paragraph 1, of this Agreenent. The
Secretary-General may al so propose anmendnents to this Agreenent or its annexes
whi ch have been communi cated to himby the Wrking Party on the Transport of
Peri shabl e Foodstuffs of the Inland Transport Committee of the Economic
Conmi ssi on for Europe.

2. Wthin a period of six nmonths follow ng the date on which the proposed
anmendnent i s conmuni cated by the Secretary-General, any Contracting Party may
i nformthe Secretary-CGenera

(a) that it has an objection to the amendnent proposed, or

(b) that, although it intends to accept the proposal, the conditions
necessary for such acceptance are not yet fulfilled in its country.

3. If a Contracting Party sends the Secretary-Ceneral a conmunication as
provided for in paragraph 2 (b) of this article, it may, so long as it has not
notified the Secretary-General of its acceptance, subnmit an objection to the
proposed anmendnment within a period of six nmonths followi ng the expiry of the
period of six nonths prescribed in respect of the initial conmunication

4, If an objection to the proposed anendnent is stated in accordance wth
the ternms of paragraphs 2 and 3 of this article, the anmendnent shall be deened
not to have been accepted and shall be of no effect.

5. If no objection to the proposed anendnent has been stated in accordance
with paragraphs 2 and 3 of this article, the amendnent shall be deenmed to have
been accepted on the date specified bel ow

(a) if no Contracting Party has sent a communication to the
Secretary-Ceneral in accordance with paragraph 2 (b) of this article, on the
expiry of the period of six nmonths referred to in paragraph 2 of this article;

(b) if at |least one Contracting Party has sent a conmunication to the
Secretary-Ceneral in accordance with paragraph 2 (b) of this article, on the
earier of the followi ng two dates:
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- the date by which all the Contracting Parties which sent such
communi cations have notified the Secretary-General of their
acceptance of the proposed anendrment, subject however to the
proviso that if all the acceptances were notified before the
expiry of the period of six nmonths referred to in paragraph 2 of
this article the date shall be the date of expiry of that period,

- the date of expiry of the period of six nonths referred to in
paragraph 3 of this article.

6. Any anendnent deened to be accepted shall enter into force three nonths
after the date on which it was deened to be accepted. The party submitting

t he amendnent nay specify in its proposal, for the purpose of entry into force
of the amendnent, should it be accepted, a period of nore than three nonths.

7. The Secretary-CGeneral shall as soon as possible informall Contracting
Parti es whether an objection to the proposed anendnent has been stated in
accordance with paragraph 2 (a) of this article and whether one or nore
Contracting Parties have sent hima conmunication in accordance with
paragraph 2 (b) of this article. |If one or nore Contracting Parties have sent
hi m such a conmuni cati on, he shall subsequently informall the Contracting
Parties whether the Contracting Party or Parties which have sent such a
conmuni cati on rai se an objection to the proposed anmendnent or accept it.

8. I ndependent |y of the amendnent procedure laid down in paragraphs 1 to 6
of this article, the annexes and appendices to this Agreenent nmay be nodified
by agreenment between the conpetent administrations of all the Contracting
Parties. |If the administration of a Contracting Party has stated that under
its national law its agreenent is contingent on special authorization or on

t he approval of a legislative body, the consent of the Contracting Party
concerned to the nodification of an annex shall not be deened to have been
given until the Contracting Party has notified the Secretary-Ceneral that the
necessary authorization or approval has been obtained. The agreenent between
t he conpetent adm nistrations nmay provide that, during a transitional period,
the ol d annexes shall remain in force, wholly or in part, concurrently with

t he new annexes. The Secretary-CGeneral shall specify the date of the entry
into force of the new texts resulting fromsuch nodifications.

Article 1

Principles

1. Gven that the transit tine available for the narketing and distribution
of perishable foodstuffs is [imted, any delay in the transport of these
foodstuffs can conpronise their conmercial qualities, and especially their
safety and hygi ene.

2. G ven that refrigeration equi pnent nust be kept functioning during
transport, noise and other types of environnental pollution result whenever
vehicl es are subjected to abnormally long waiting tines or held for |ong
peri ods w thout proper reason.

3. Pursuant to these principles, waiting tinmes at borders for ATP-approved
tenperature-controll ed vehicles should be as short as possible.

Article 2

Reduction in waiting tines

1. Traffic authorities nust take all neasures available to nmininize waiting
times for ATP-approved vehicles carrying perishable goods, fromthe nonent of
arrival at the border post through to the various |legal, adm nistrative,
custons and public health checks.

2. Aut horities responsible for regulatory checks on perishabl e goods mnust
carry out their function in such a way as to reduce del ays.

3. Refrigeration equi pnent nust be kept functioning during the whole tine
spent at the border crossing, except where it absolutely has to be tenporarily
shut down due to the nature of the checks being carried out (e.g. where the
vehi cl e has to be opened up for inspection).

Article 3

Cooper ation

The authorities nmust cooperate with their counterparts in other
countries which are party to this Agreenent, in order to speed up the passage
of perishable goods subjected to public health inspections, in particular
t hrough t he exchange of infornmation
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Draft anendnent to the ATP Agreenent concerning test procedures
for multi-conmpartnent and nulti-tenperature vehicles

E. Test procedures for multi-conmpartnment and nulti-tenperature vehicles
61. The tests can be carried out:

(i) either on the conplete vehicle, equipped (as the case nay be) with
one or several thermal devices, or

(i) in the case of a mechanically refrigerated vehicle, separately for
t he bodywork (according to the procedures described in
paragraph 2 (c) (iii) (b) of Annex 1, Appendix 1 of ATP) and for
the nmechanical refrigeration unit when nmeasuring the effective
refrigeration capacity according to the procedures described in
par agraphs 51 to 59 of the Appendi x.

In the case of (ii) above, when installing the mechanical refrigeration unit
on the bodywork of the vehicle to be approved, the distribution system of

pi pes and cabl es which pass through insulated walls nust be insulated so as to
l[imt the |osses through the thermal bridges caused by the installation

62. K- coeffici ent

The overall heat transfer coefficient of the conplete
nmul ti-tenperature/ nulti-conpartnent equi pnent nust be neasured as in the
procedures described in Annex 1, Appendix 2, paragraphs 1 to 15 for equi pnment
wi t h novabl e bul kheads, and paragraphs 1 to 15 plus 20 and 21 (b) for
equi prent with fixed bul kheads.

63. Bul kheads

For multi-conpartment/multi-tenperature equi pnent, internal bul kheads
whi ch separate conpartnments shall be treated as foll ows:

Fi xed transverse 45 mm 0.4Wn? °C
Movabl e transverse 45 mm 0.7Wn? °C

(i) The above figures have been introduced to facilitate the necessary
calculations required to nmatch evaporator refrigeration capacities
to the maxi mum thernal |osses of each conpartnent. They are an
assunption and nust not be used as a rule to co-relate the
K- coefficient against insulation thickness.

(ii) It is also assuned that manufacturers of these internal bul kheads
will use the nost effective insulation naterial avail able, as they
woul d use to insulate the external side-walls of the vehicle.

(iii) Use of inferior insulation material in the construction of
i nternal bul kheads wi Il disqualify the nanufacturer fromusing the
above facility. Under such circunstances conpetent authorities
wi |l have to neasure bul khead K-coefficients to achieve ATP
certification.

64. Mil ti-tenperature nmechanical refrigeration unit testing

Testing may be carried out on a conplete vehicle or by using the
appropriate nunber of calorineters. Paragraph 52 of this Appendi x defines the
appropriate paraneters.

Measur enent of refrigeration capacity shall be minimzed to that
produced fromthe results of testing at +30/-20° C and +30/0° C conditions.
Interpolation will provide +30/-10° C, and +30/+12° Cis accepted as
equi valent to +30/0° C for evaporator/conpartnment perfornmance natching
pur poses.

The following series of tests nust be conpl et ed:

(1) At the above conditions, the nom nal refrigeration capacity of the
condensing unit equi pped with one or nore evaporators selected by the
manuf acturer for a maxi num operating surface nmust first be neasured

(2) The refrigeration capacity of each possible evaporator to be used
in conjunction with the condensing unit but operating separately nust be
nmeasured. Measurenents of refrigeration capacity shall follow the procedures
descri bed i n paragraphs 51 to 59 of this Appendi x.

(3) Tests nust be carried out on a conplete refrigeration unit
operating as multi-tenperature equi pnent with either two or three evaporators.
Air on condenser tenperatures shall be controlled at +30+/-0.5° C during the
tests. The internal tenperature of each conpartnent shall be reduced to 0° C.
The tenperature of one conmpartnent shall be further reduced to —-20° C and then
mai ntai ned at that tenperature by the addition of bal ance heat which is
neasured and recorded. At the sanme tinme a heat |oad equal to 20% of the
separately neasured capacity at —-20° C of each correspondi ng evaporator is
added to the conpartnents which remain controlled to 0° C

The recorded —-20° C bal ance heat is averaged over the test period of
four hours and cal cul ated as a percentage of the separately neasured capacity
at —20° C of that evaporator.

The above process is repeated for the other evaporators/conpartnents in
the multi-tenperature equi pnent on test. The refrigeration capacity results
of each evaporator in percentage form nust be averaged to give an equi pnent
evaporator nmean factor U for two conpartnent and V for three conpart ment
configurations.
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(4) Cal cul ation of the useful capacities of the evaporators in order
to apply paragraph 41 of Annex 1, Appendix 2

The operational capacities to be used to match nulti-tenperature
refrigeration equi pnent to nulti-conpartnent vehicle bodies are considered to
be Woor VW nultiplied by the individual evaporator capacity as operating in
conjunction with the condensing unit.

65. Evaporator airfl ow

Each alternative evaporator’s fan delivery volunme and nean airspeed wll
be nmeasured using an internationally recognized nmethod (such as BS 848,
AMCA 210-85, DIN 24163, NFE 36101, NFX 10102, DI N 4796).

66. Test report

A test report (Mdel 11) shall be conpleted to include the results of
t he above testing of the multi-tenperature nechanical refrigeration unit.

67. Cal cul ati ons and certification

Using the test report (Mdel 11), calculations shall be made to ensure
that the neasured nominal refrigeration capacity of the condensing unit at
+30/-20° C conditions is at least 1.75 times the thermal |osses through the
sidewal I's, floor, front bul khead, roof and doors of the vehicle when operating
at -20° Cinternal tenperature in a +30° C external tenperature. Sinilar
cal cul ati ons shall be nade for +30/-10° C, and +30/0° C conditions.

Secondly, Wwand V% of the neasured refrigeration capacity of each
evapor ator operating alone at +30/-20° C conditions, nmust be at |east 1.75
times the calculated thermal |osses through the sidewalls, floor
bul kheads/ doors and roof of the conpartnent in which the evaporator operates.
Similar calculations shall be nmade for +30/-10° C and +30/0° C conditions.

Thirdly, the neasured evaporator delivery volune in n¥/ h divided by the
maxi mum vol une of the conpartnment in which the evaporator operates nust be at
| east 40 ( air changes per hour).

Finally, a multi-tenperature/multi-conpartnment nodel ATP certificate
nmust be produced for the vehicle.

68. Procedure for testing and certification of nulti-conpartnent
nmechani cally refrigerated units, where cold air is blown by fans fromthe | ow
tenperature conpartnent to control the tenperature in the second conpart nent

Testing may be carried out on a conplete vehicle or by using the
appropriate nunber of calorineters. Paragraph 52 of this Appendix defines the
appropriate paraneters.

If the vehicle is fitted with a novabl e bul khead, the bul khead shall be
placed in its out-of-use position horizontally stored at roof |evel.
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The refrigeration capacity of the conplete nmechanical refrigeration unit
i s measured according to paragraphs 51 to 59 of this Appendi x at +30/-20° C
and +30/0° C conditions.

The novabl e bul khead is positioned in place to maximn ze the size of the
hi gher tenperature conpartnment. The mechanical refrigeration unit is then
operated at +30/-20° C conditions. Bulkhead fans are operated continuously,
and if necessary bal ance heat is added to the rear conpartnent to naintain its
tenperature at -20° C. Simlarly, these tests are repeated at +30/0° C
condi tions.

Evaporator fan and bul khead fan delivery volunes and airspeeds shall be
neasur ed.

A test report (Mddel 12) shall be prepared fromthe results of testing.

Using the test report, calculations nust show that the refrigeration
capacity of the conplete refrigeration unit is at least 1.75 times the thernma
| osses through the floor, roof, sidewalls, front bul khead and rear doors of
the conplete vehicle at +30/-20° C and +30/0° C conditions.

Similarly, for the high tenperature conpartnent at its naxi num size, the
test report shall provide the maxi num available refrigeration effect. By
calculation this effect nmust be at least 1.75 tinmes the thermal |osses of this
conpart nent under +30/-20° C, +30/-10° C or +30/0° C conditions.

The neasured evaporator delivery volune in nf/h divided by the maxi mum
vol une of the conpartnent to which the air is delivered nust be at |east 40
(air changes per hour).

An ATP certificate for this multi-conpartnent vehicle can then be
i ssued.

For equi prent with fixed bul kheads, the K-coefficient of the
conpl ete body nust be neasured according to paragraphs 1 to 15, plus
paragraphs 20 and 21 (b). Refrigeration testing nust follow the procedures
outlined at the beginning of this paragraph

69. Control of the operation of a conplete new nulti-tenperature/
nmul ti-conpartnent vehicle

This test shall be carried out on site by the conpetent authority.

Its objective is to check that the refrigeration unit thernostat
controls the tenperature set-point to within = 1.0° Cin each conpartnent.

For exanple, at the followi ng tenperatures for a vehicle with three
tenperature-control |l ed conpartnents:

-20/-20/-20° G 0/ +12/-20° G +12/-20/0° C.
