Conscious that in spite of recent improvements, the numberhoiman
casualties of road crashes remains at unaccep&l#és in BSEC region
claiming the lives of about 62,000 people everyryea

Underlining that the risks of road injuries are known and camplevented

and that these risks include excessive speedingnglrunder the influence
of alcohol and/or drugs, failure to use seat-baltgl helmets, poorly
designed or insufficiently maintained road infrasture, and the use of
vehicles that are substandard, poorly maintainddadrsafety devices,

Recalling UN Secretary-General's message on the World Day of

3. Also support the work of the World Forum for the Harmonizatiohn o
Vehicle Regulations and promote the adoption of thRECE
technical regulations for vehicles safety;

4. Promote accession to and effective implementation of theEQE
road and vehicle safety legal instruments;



5. Resolve to foster the implementation of road safety activities,
particularly in the areas of road safety managememiad
infrastructure, vehicle safety, road user behaviand post-crash care
based on the Plan of Action;

Invite BSEC bodies to consider setting the BSEQ@iomal casualty
reduction target of halving the overall number ofda deaths in the BSEC



region by 2020, starting in 2010, and setting appate implementation
monitoring mechanisms;

Invite the international donor community to providdditional funding in
support of regional and country road safety measw@specially in countries
that are in most need.
