I. DATE AND VENUE OF THE WORKSHOP  

1. The 2023 Expert Meeting on Statistical Data Confidentiality will be hosted by the Federal Statistical 

Office of Germany (Destatis) in coordination with RheinMain University of Applied Sciences (Hochschule 

RheinMain). It will take place in Wiesbaden, Germany on 26 to 28 September 2023, starting at 09:30 am on 

Tuesday 26 September, and ending in early afternoon on Thursday 28 September.

VI. PUBLIC TRANSPORT AND TRAVEL FROM AIRPORT 

Getting to Wiesbaden from Frankfurt airport 

13. Frankfurt airport is located about 30 km away from Wiesbaden, which can be reached by public 

transport.  

14. You can take train S8 or S9 (the journey takes about 40 minutes) from Frankfurt Airport 

“Regionalbahnhof” to Wiesbaden Central Station (Hauptbahnhof (HBF)). The ticket price depends on the zone 

and duration of travel. A One-Way-Ticket for a journey to the city centre will costs €5,80 Euro. Tickets can 

be bought from vending machines located in Frankfurt Airport Regionalbahnhof. One-way train tickets are 

also valid for buses in the city area of Wiesbaden for a time period within 60 minutes from the start of the train 

journey. 

15. For those who wish to travel from the airport by bus, bus tickets for Wiesbaden can also be bought 

from vending machines located at major bus stops, or may be purchased from the driver. Those bus tickets 

need to be validated upon boarding the bus. Visit information you need for travelling by bus and rail on RMV 

services, from timetables right through to ticket purchases can be found on the following website:

16. You can alternatively take a taxi (€50 Euro) or order a transfer service via several mobile apps, like 

Uber. 

Getting around Wiesbaden 

17. Once you have arrived in Wiesbaden, you might wish to use public transport to get around. Notably, 

the neighbouring city of Mainz is within the same price zone. Wiesbaden has an extensive public transport 

network with many bus lines. See https://www.netzplan-wiesbaden.de/ to plan your route (translation to 

English is available as an option in that site).

train station that is served by trains from Frankfurt airport.

VIII. GENERAL INFORMATION ABOUT WIESBADEN 

20. Wiesbaden is the capital of the state of Hesse in central western Germany, and is one of the oldest spa 

towns in Europe. It has around 300,000 inhabitants. The city, together with nearby Frankfurt am Main, 

Darmstadt, and Mainz, is part of the Frankfurt Rhine Main Region, a metropolitan area with a combined 

population of about 5.8 million people. 

21. Weather: The average temperatures in Wiesbaden in September are between around 12°C (daily 

minimum) and 20°C (daily maximum). You may check the weather forecast at the local website:

22. Currency: The official Germany currency is the Euro (national symbol: €, international code: EUR). 

Foreign currency can be exchanged in exchange offices located at the airport or at Wiesbaden Central Station.

uses ‘type C’ and ‘type F’ electrical plugs with the corresponding socket as depicted in the following image.

ANNEX 1: GETTING AROUND IN WIESBADEN 

30. Wiesbaden’s bus network is easy to use. When using public transport, you should validate your ticket
