Workshop 2 will elaborate on specific issues with a particular focus on stakeholder 
participation in reporting; other stakeholders are therefore invited to attend this event. It is 
scheduled to take place on Tuesday, 23 January 2024 at 12:00-14:30 CET. 
 
NB In those countries where an NFP has not been appointed, a person should be identified 
who will be responsible for reporting on the UNECE Strategy for ESD and they should be 
invited to attend the workshops.
