Scope

This UN Regulation applies to:

Approval of immobilizers which are intended to be permanently fitted to
vehicles of any category. %2

Approval of vehicles of category M; and those of category N1 with a maximum
mass of not more than 2 tonnes, with regard to their immobilizer(s). 2

At the request of the manufacturer, Contracting Parties may grant approvals to
vehicles of other categories with regard to their immobilizer(s).

This UN Regulation does not apply to radio transmission frequencies, whether
or not related to the protection of vehicles against unauthorized use."

Annex 6, paragraph 1., amend to read:

"1.

Operation parameters
The requirements below do not apply to:

(@  Those components that are fitted and tested as part of the vehicle,
whether or not an immobilizer is fitted (e.g. lamps, alarm system);"

(b)  Those components that have previously been tested as part of the
vehicle and documentary evidence has been provided-, or

(c)  Components that are not embedded in the vehicle, e.g. keys.

All components of the immobilizer shall operate without any failure under the
following conditions.”
